VOLUNTEERPOSITION TITLE: LITTERMATE

Impact

Littermate Volunteers support the Animal Care feam in daily cat care by providing fresh food and water,
scooping litter boxes, and spot-cleaning kennels. They prepare kennels for new occupants by disinfecting
and setting up fresh bedding and supplies. Littermates also contribute fo the catfs’ well-being by offering
enrichment, affection, and socialization, which helps increase adoptability and reduce stress. By sharing
these responsibilities, our volunteers enable us to care for more catsin need within our community.

Commitment

Litfermates are asked fo commit to a minimum of six months of service with a weekly commitment of fwo
to three hours. Morning shifts are daily, Monday to Sunday’s, from 9:30am-12:30pm. Evening shifts are
Monday fo Friday’s from 4:30-6:00pm and Safurday’s and Sunday’s from 2:30-4:30pm.
